PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

Councillors were asked about progress on a footpath and recreation ground for Thorley that had been identified in the Yarmouth and Thorley Community Plan. The reply is that the issue is on the Agenda for the next meeting of the Community Plan Advisory Committee. To take the plan forward to release funds already collected for an earlier plan for the recreation ground and to overcome other obstacles SC advised that a residents group needed to be formed to specifically request action on these two related issues.  

A request was made for Thorley Issues to be raised early on the Agenda when the Council meet in Thorley. Ideas were requested for possible ideas to include in the 15 images of Thorley that are to be made to go with the Thorley Local Heroes Map being funded by the WWLP.
There was an update on progress with the Thorley Community Centre. Plans had now been drawn up to comply with church regulations, listed building status, building regulations and a budget of £55,000 has been identified, including VAT. On 26 April there will be an open meeting to discuss grant aid funding.

Councillors recommended an approach to the IW Economic Partnership and the Lottery for possible funding.

YARMOUTH AND THORLEY COMMUNITY PLAN

Members had before them the minutes and advice of the Advisory Committee meeting of 9 March 2010.

Action Plan B1(i) Possible Yarmouth Community Centre. 
RESOLVED: To elect a third representative as Cllr Corbett is unable to represent the Council due to declaration of prejudicial interest. Cllr. Poston agreed to be the new representative.

4.Action Plan B3. Due to the fact that IW Council has published and delivered with the Beacon door to door a leaflet on kerbside refuse collection the Committee has withdrawn its suggestion for a mailing on refuse bags until the current issues have been resolved.
RESOLVED: To write to the IW Council to express our concern at the danger of sacks being placed on the pavements, requesting clarification on public liability in case of accidents, pointing out that “weekender” residents do put out their refuse on departure and they are not collected until Friday and suggesting that a designated site for leaving their refuse be identified. Copy to Cllr Dyer.
Action Plan B4. Communications. Beacon Article 
RESOLVED: To publish an article in the Beacon every other month.

Action Plan B8 Tourist Office. 
RESOLVED: The clerk to write to John Metcalfe expressing the Council’s appreciation that the Yarmouth Centre would be open every day during busy periods and suggesting the 2010 Yarmouth Guide published by Wightlink, Yarmouth Harbour Visitors’ Guide, and the St James’ Church Parish Newsletter be available in addition to the Yarmouth leaflets already displayed.

Action Plan B10 traffic control. 

The Clerk would send 2 letters previously discussed:

ii) The request for an elderly persons sign near the Abbeyfield Home was being considered by the IWC Traffic Manager. The Council agreed to send a follow-up letter.

iii)  The reply from the Traffic Manager gave reasons why illuminated 30mph signs at both ends of Thorley will not be granted. The Council agreed to send a note on the content of the letter to the Thorley Newsletter.

RESOLVED: To write to the Traffic manager to withdraw the Council’s request for a 20MPH zone in the Conservation Area on the grounds that the area would be damaged by intrusive traffic calming features and signage. For Thorley to request the restoration of the “cattlegrid” markings painted onto the roads and speed limits at each end of the village.

A paper was circulated describing the investigations to date and requesting that the Council give a loan guarantee up to a maximum of £1700 in order to make an application to the RCC for funding by 20 April.

The Deputy Mayor referred to the request, deferred at the last meeting, for a Council representative to be appointed to the project group and suggested that an observer be appointed.

RESOLVED: Clerk to ask IW Council (Chris Matthews) if it is legal for the Council to give a loan guarantee.

RESOLVED: Cllr. Poston to attend a meeting with the FYT group to discuss their proposals in more detail and report back to the Council.
