The Harbour Commission representative Dr Tim Francis reported that there had been a two and a half day Department of Transport Inquiry  into continuing objections to the Harbour Revision Order. The report is expected in approximately one year.
There have been 445 individual and 12 institutional responses to the consultation on the Inner Harbour Reconfiguration. The report  is to be published in February 2010.
The Wightlink Judicial Review took place in December. The result will be known in March. The new berthing facilities at Lymington are not be likely to be completed before the summer. The Help for Heroes charity event is planned for 2 to 4 July 2010.
